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Comments:

The National Front Scotland is recognised as a legitimate
political party. The organiser has intimated that the Parade is
in protest against the Scottish National Party and their
governing of the country.

The organiser has submitted two applications in relation to this
Parade. One is for a rally at Union Terrace Gardens between
1800 - 2000 hours. The second application is for a Parade
from Adelphi Lane, Union Street to Union Terrace Gardens.

The organiser met with Grampian Police and advised initially
that he intended to hold a meeting within Union Terrace
Gardens, Aberdeen. He submitted forms to Aberdeen City
Council for use of the park and also with regard to a parade
there. He was advised that the parade form was incorrect and
this was returned to him. He further contacted the Police and
advised that as he had not received a reply regarding use of
the park, he was now submitting a further parade application.
He intimated to the Police that his primary intention was to hold
the meeting within Union Terrace Gardens and the parade was
the 'fall back' position.

It appears that he has not received a response to this request,
which has led to the current parade application.

In respect to the application, as submitted it does not follow the
existing template recommended by Grampian Police, the route
starting at St Nicholas Church and proceeding eastwards to
the Castlegate. A parade which follows this template can be
facilitated by minimal numbers of Police Officers, causing
minor disruption to the general public and normal Police
business. The route of the parade requested in this application
would require significant Police resources and might potentially
adversely affect the day to day business. Of particular
significance would be the road closures required at the junction
of Union Street with Union Terrace/ Bridge Street which would
have a negative impact on traffic management.

The route normally recommended by Grampian Police ensures
the traffic management can be carried out wholly by means of
Police personnel, without a requirement for signs and barriers.

The organiser has further intimated that the participants will
gather at 1800 hours at the Adelphi, with the Parade
commencing shortly thereafter, westwards along Union Street,
turning right onto Union Terrace and terminating at Union
Terrace Gardens, where the marchers will disperse onwards to
a private function. As stated, this Procession does not follow
the existing tried and tested route as in previous Parades and
Grampian Police have significant concerns in respect of
disruption to the public and the additional Police resources
which will be required to facilitate this.
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The organiser has advised on his application that he has not
currently taken Public Liability Insurance, but will arrange for
this if permission for the parade is granted. It is therefore
important that a recommendation for Public Liability Insurance
is included.

In his application, the organiser has stated that the date of the
procession is not particularly significant to his organisation. It
should be noted that 20 April is the date of Adolf Hitler's
birthday.

The organiser advised the date had been chosen to coincide
with the founding date of the Scottish National Party set up in
1934, and he further stated that any relation to Adolf Hitler's
birthday was 'purely coincidental'.

Grampian Police are concerned that irrespective of the
organisers claims, the date is not simply a coincidence and is
in fact a significant rational for the Parade, given that the
National Front is recognised as a far right political party.

On previous occasions where National Front Parades and
rallies have occurred, despite the significant planning and the
apparent intentions of the organisers, the parades may
potentially attract persons whose motives can tend towards
public disorder.

it is also possible that such a parade could attract overt
displays by far right sympathisers who could attend from
outwith the region.

Grampian Police are also concerned that unlike the majority of
parades, this parade might attract persons who wish to register
their protest against the participants or the parade taking place.
As such, there is a genuine risk to public safety and potential
damage to nearby property should the application for the
parade be approved.

To mitigate against such disorder and to ensure public safety
would take a significant amount of multi agency planning and
would be resource intensive for Grampian Police as well as
partner agencies.

The Risk Assessment submitted by the organiser indicates that
they consider the parade to be Low Risk across a number of
areas. Grampian Police are concerned that this is not in fact
the case and indeed there is a significant risk to public safety
given the emotive nature of the policies endorsed by the
National Front. Media coverage indicates there is a significant
public interest in the parade and there is the suggestion from a
local trade union activist that should the parade be approved, a
parallel anti-fascist event would be considered. Grampian
Police have received several items of correspondence from
members of the public raising objections to the parade taking
place.
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Irrespective of the above observations and concerns
expressed by Grampian Police, if the application to parade is
approved, it is requested that consideration is given to applying
the existing template with the route being along Union Street,
Aberdeen, from St Nicholas Church to the Castlegate.

Apologies for the late response.

There is already a tried and tested route for short processions on Union Street. The route in
question follows the north side of Union Street from St Nicholas churchyard to the Castlegate.
This route would appear to have advantages over the route proposed by the NFS, insofar as it
does not cross any footways and concludes at an area convenient and safe for dispersal.

I would recommend that if this procession takes place then it should follow this established
route rather than the one proposed.

5. The organiser must inform the local media of the timings

of the procession and likelihood of there being
disruption to traffic in the City Centre;

6. The organiser must inform the Hackney Licensing
Department of the timings of the procession given the
potential disruption to taxi ranks in the City Centre;

7. The organiser must inform local bus companies of the
street closures and their duration, to enable alternative
routes to be implemented;

8. The organiser must inform the Scottish Ambulance
Service and Grampian Fire and Rescue Service about
the times and movements of the procession; and

9. The organisers should have in place Public Liability
Insurance should any legal action or otherwise be
forthcoming following an incident during this event.

Policing to be provided: Yes
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Comments:

The TUC have regularly held two marches in Aberdeen in May
and November each year. This parade application is in
addition to those.

Grampian Police are aware that a similar parade application
has been submitted by the National Front to take place on the
same date and time and covering the same route.

As submitted, this application does not follow the existing
template recommended by Grampian Police, which is a route
starting at St Nicholas Church and proceeding eastwards to
the Castlegate, Aberdeen. A parade which follows this
template can be facilitated by minimal numbers of Police
Officers, causing minor disruption to the general public and
normal Police business. The route of the parade requested in
this application would require significant Police resources and
might potentially adversely affect day to day business within
the city centre. Of particular significance would be the road
closures required at the junction of Union Street with Union
Terrace/ Bridge Street which would have a negative impact on
traffic management.

The route normally recommended by Grampian Police ensures
the traffic management can be carried out wholly by means of
Police personnel, without a requirement for signs and barriers. |-

The organiser has further intimated that the participants will
gather at 1800 hours at the Adelphi, with the Parade
commencing shortly thereafter, westwards along Union Street,
turning right onto Union Terrace and terminating at Union
Terrace Gardens, where the marchers will disperse. As stated,
this Procession does not follow the existing tried and tested
route as in previous Parades and Grampian Police have
significant concerns in respect of disruption to the public and
the additional Police resources which will be required to
facilitate this.

Grampian Police are aware that the organiser of this parade
has appeared in local media objecting to the National Front
parade and has stated a desire to hold an 'Anti-Fascist’ march
at the same time. It appears that the he has applied for this
application as he is aware that the National Front have applied
to march on the same parade route on the same date.

In this application, the organiser states that he does not know
the level of risk with regard to public safety, public order or
damage to property. This is of significant concern to Grampian
Police as the general principle in respect of parade organisers
is that they carry out a risk assessment for their parade, are
fully conversant with any potential risks and take all necessary
mitigating steps to ensure sufficient control measures are in
place. Grampian Police have concerns that this parade, when
taken in conjunction with the parade application for the
National Front, poses a heightened risk to public safety, public
order or damage to property.
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Grampian Police are satisfied that the organiser has
specifically chosen a time, date and route that is in direct
conflict with the National Front parade, and although required
to do so, has carried out no formal risk assessment.

As stated by Grampian Police on the response to the
application for the National Front Parade, "where National
Front Parades and rallies have occurred, despite the significant
planning and the apparent intentions of the organisers, the
parades may potentially attract persons whose motives can
tend towards public disorder. Grampian Police are also
concerned that unlike the majority of parades, this parade
might attract persons who wish to register their protest against
the participants or the parade taking place. As such, there is a
genuine risk to public safety and potential damage to nearby
property should the application for the parade be approved."

This application by the organiser appears to be a deliberate
attempt to disrupt the original parade application by the
National Front.

Grampian Police would not be in a position to facilitate two
marches at the same time on the same route, where there is a
very high risk of public disorder without utilising significant

Police resources and the resources of partner agencies.

On his application, the organiser states that he has previous
experience with regard to the 'Pension day of action' on 30
November 2011. Whilst this is correct, Grampian Police
understands that the event held at the Castlegate, Aberdeen,
was carried out without the express authority or usual
permission from Aberdeen City Council. This resulted in the
involvement of Grampian Police to oversee the event and
ensure public safety. It is further understood that the organiser
did not engage with any partner agency prior to the event.

The organiser has stated that he considers the overall risk of
holding the procession to be low. He does not appear to have
given any proper regard to the circumstances in reaching this
conclusion. It is the observation of Grampian Police that this
assessment is not sufficient to properly establish the risks
associated in applying to march given the additional parade
application by the National Front.

Irrespective of the above observations and concerns
expressed by Grampian Police, if the application to parade is
approved, it is requested that consideration is given to applying
the existing template with the route being along Union Street,
Aberdeen, from St Nicholas Church to the Castlegate.
