POLICY

Supplementary Policy — Licensed Hours

Whilst all applications will be dealt with on their own merits the Board considers
it necessary for the promotion of the licensing objectives to set parameters with
respect to licensed hours. Any application seeking hours outwith those detailed
below will be expected to satisfy the Board that there are legitimate grounds for
departing from policy and demonstrate that the granting of such hours would not
be contrary to the licensing objectives.

On-Sale Premises

The Board considers it appropriate to distinguish hours within the city centre
from outlying areas. The city centre area is that shown delineated on the
undernoted map.
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The hours stated below are the earliest acceptable opening hour and latest
acceptable terminal hour, and not the maximum permissible hours. The terminal
hours stated below are the latest permissible and will not be appropriate for all
premises. It will be the responsibility of the licence holder or applicant to
demonstrate that the premises is suitable for the hours sought. Additional
conditions will normally be added to all premises seeking licensed hours after
lam including but not limited to CCTV, door stewards and radiolink. A link to
examples of the standard local conditions can be found in the Supplementary
Policy on General Licensing Matters.

The Board considers 15 hours continuous trading to be reasonable within any
24-hour period and so the opening or terminal hour should be adjusted
accordingly to comply with this requirement.

The opening hours for casinos remains in line with the statutory hours in terms
of the Gambling Act 2005, namely 1200 — 0600 daily.

The Board believes that licensed premises have the potential to have a
significant impact on communities. It wishes to maintain and protect the amenity
of the surrounding neighbourhoods whilst recognising the valuable cultural and
social aspects of such premises.

Whilst licensing powers are not the main statutory mechanism for dealing with
public nuisance in general the Board will interpret public nuisance in a wider
sense where it relates to the operation of licensed premises, and in particular
issues such as noise and litter.

Again, a number of factors should be considered including, but not limited to:

« Location of premises. In particular the proximity to residential or noise sensitive
premises such as medical facilities, sheltered housing, schools, places of
worship, nurseries and suchlike.

» Hours of operation. Closely related to the location of the premises, the hours
of operation should reflect what is appropriate for the surrounding
neighbourhood. The terminal hours indicated in the Supplementary Policy on
Licensed Hours are the maximum available and will not be suitable for all
premises.

» Nature of activities. Any activities carried on in the licensed premises should
not be detrimental to the ambience of the locality.

» Outdoor areas. The Board will include a Supplementary Policy on this issue,
but applicants will require to ensure that the inclusion of an outdoor licensed
area in any premises is appropriate and will not contravene the licensing
objective of preventing public nuisance.

» Smoking areas. These should be designed to minimise public nuisance and
regularly monitored to cut down on noise and litter.

* Noise from patrons entering and exiting the premises.

What the Board Will Do:

» Consider the proximity of proposed licensed premises to noise sensitive
premises when considering applications.

* Ensure that licensed hours and activities are appropriate for the type of
premises and locality. The terminal hours indicated in the Supplementary Policy
on Licensed Hours are the maximum available and will not be suitable for all
premises.

* Improve communication between the trade, partners and local communities.
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* Impose additional licence conditions where appropriate to prevent public
nuisance.

* Highlight best practice where available and increase awareness and education
on potential areas of risk.

What the Board Will Expect of Licence Holders/Applicants:

 Take a proactive approach to public nuisance with a risk-based approach.
» Be mindful of the location of the premises, hours of operation and activities.
« Comply with all conditions of the premises licence.

» Ensure appropriate control measures are in place and staff training is up to
date and relevant.

» Consider public nuisance when establishing the design and layout of the
premises.

« Adequate supervision of any outdoor area, smoking area and patrons
entering/exiting the premises.

« Sharing of best practice via trade groups.
« Participation in communication to resolve any issues that may arise.

» Co-operation with Police Scotland and Licensing Standards Officers including
access to all relevant policies and procedures such as dispersal policies and
incident management.

Protecting Children and Young Persons from Harm

The Board recognises that the question of access to licensed premises by
children and young persons is not one that can be answered with a one size fits
all type of approach. The suitability of premises will depend on a number of
factors including layout of the premises, activities or services available, and
typical customer demographic.

Applicants and licence holders should also be aware that access for children
and young persons will bring with it additional responsibilities and may result in
additional conditions being attached to the licence.

What the Board Will Do:

e Assess all applications for suitability of access for children and young
persons.

e Impose additional conditions where necessary to protect children and
young persons from harm.

e Limit the hours during which children and young persons have access if
appropriate.

e Limit activities which may take place on the licensed premises during
hours in which children and young persons have access if appropriate.

What the Board Will Expect of Licence Holders/Applicants

e Consider the ambience of premises and what is appropriate in terms of
children and young persons’ access.

e Ensure facilities are appropriate to the areas of the premises to which
children and young persons are to be afforded access.

e Vigilance against underage drinking and proxy purchasing.

e Strict enforcement of Challenge 25.
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e Comprehensive and up to date staff training.
e Restrict access for children and young persons to appropriate hours and
parts of the premises.

Supplementary Policy — External Drinking Areas

The Board recognises that the incorporation of outdoor areas within the licensed
footprint of premises can enhance the operation of such premises but considers
that it also attracts additional responsibilities on the part of the licence holder to
uphold the licensing objectives.

Before an application to licence an outdoor area will be considered the area in
guestion must benefit from the necessary planning permission and, if required,
a pavement permit from the Roads Department of Aberdeen City Council.

All outdoor areas must be delineated on the layout plan forming part of the
premises licence and outdoor drinking should be included as an activity within
the body of the licence.

The Board will expect premises who currently utilise unlicensed outdoor areas
to incorporate such areas within the premises licence by way of variation.

Applicants and licence holders must demonstrate that the areas will not
contravene the licensing objectives, in particular with regard to noise, litter and
antisocial behaviour. The areas must be regularly monitored, and glassware
removed.

The Board will routinely attach additional conditions where an outdoor area is
licensed including but not restricted to:

 Outdoor area to be clearly demarcated onsite.
 Use of the area to cease at 2200 hours.
* No amplified music or entertainment to take place in the outdoor area.

The terminal hour may be further restricted, and drinks may be required to be
decanted into alternatives to glassware if appropriate.

6 CONDITIONS ATTACHING TO LICENCES

6.5 The Board has devised a number of local conditions which may be attached
to premises licences.

Duty of Care - It is a condition that the licence holder must have in place a duty
of care policy to ensure a standard approach is taken when any patron appears
to be displaying signs of excessive intoxication. The purpose of this policy is to
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reduce vulnerability through intoxication, however attained. All staff must have
training in identifying signs of excessive intoxication and an enhanced
awareness of wulnerability through intoxication. This should include use of
material such as the 'Who are You' video (whoareyou.nz) or similar. All related
training should be recorded and such records available for inspection by Police
and Licensing Standards Officers.

Drugs Policy - It is a condition that the licence holder has in place and enforces
the drugs policy formulated by Police and attached hereto and displays a notice
to the effect that such a drugs policy is in operation at the premises.

Radio Link - It is a condition that the licence holder is a member of the local
Radio link Scheme

They can
already open 14/15 hours/day, the thought of extended hours that are not
even regulated and may ultimately include alcohol sales is unacceptable. It
will make the area uninhabitable. The health and welfare of residents must
be protected from the possibility of such intrusive and disruptive activity.

The contemplated Premises License Variation, permitting additional activities, extended
hours and a licensed point of dispatch, are inexcusably imprudent.

In terms of this licensing objective the Board considers there to be a number of
factors including, but not limited to:

* Underage drinking

* Drunkenness

* llegal substances

* Violent behaviour

* Anti-social behaviour
* Vulnerability

In order to combat the risks inherent with the sale of alcohol the Board will seek
to operate a partnership approach with licence holders, applicants and partner
agencies.

What the Board Will Do:

» Apply appropriate conditions to licences to mitigate the risk of potential crime
or

disorder, including but not limited to a local condition on duty of care on all on-
sales premises.

* Ensure all polices are up to date and fit for purpose.

* Work closely with all stakeholders to ensure all relevant information is kept up
to date and accessible.

* Endorse initiatives designed to prevent crime and disorder.

» Consider the review of licences where a breach of the licensing objective
cannot be rectified by other means.

What the Board Will Expect of Licence Holders
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+ Effective and responsible management of premises including evidence of
written

procedures for managing incidents.

* Up to date training and supervision of staff.

* Provision of effective CCTV in and around premises.

* Provision of external lighting and security measures.

« Employment of SIA registered door supervisors when appropriate.
* Use of radiolink or other such scheme.

» Adherence to the Board’s Drugs Policy.

» Enforcement of Challenge 25.

» Adoption of best practice guidance where available.

 Evidence of a relevant dispersal policy where appropriate.

» Co-operation with police and Licensing Standards Officers.

What the Board Will Expect of Partner Agencies

* Provision of all relevant up to date information as the Board requires.
* Involvement in mediation/intervention procedures to rectify any problem areas.

* Involvement in Premises Licence Review as a last resort

SECURING PUBLIC SAFETY

The Board is committed to ensuring the safety of persons within licensed
premises as well as those in the surrounding areas.

When considering this licensing objective, a number of factors should be
considered including, but not limited to:

« Capacity — this will be assessed by the Council's Building Standards
department to establish a maximum safe capacity figure in terms of the
regulations. Please note the safe maximum operating figure may be smaller
than the technical figure.

» Maintenance of premises.
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* Fire safety.

« Suitability of glassware or alternatives to glass.

* Disabled access and facilities.

» Nature of activities to be carried out on the premises.
* Vulnerability of patrons.

Again, the Board will look to operate a partnership approach with all
stakeholders in order to ensure that public safety is not compromised by the
operation of licensed premises.

What the Board Will Do:

» Promote education and awareness of potential risks.

 Apply additional licence conditions where appropriate for the purposes of this
licensing

* Facilitate effective communication between all relevant parties.
 Disseminate relevant information from partner agencies as widely as possible.

* Review licences as a last resort.

What the Board Will Expect of Licence Holders/Applicants:

* High standards of maintenance of premises.

* Membership of schemes to secure public safety such as radiolink and
pubwatch.

» Glassware or alternatives to glassware including toughened or safety glass
frequently cleared

» Accurate disability access statements. Although these are only required for
new applications the Board would encourage all existing premises to consider
the preparation of an appropriate statement for publication.

* Clear and accurate signage in and around premises.

* Fully completed risk assessments where appropriate, for both premises and
proposed
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activities to be carried out.

* Policies on crowd management and dispersal, both in the ordinary course of
operation

and in an emergency.
* Regular maintenance and testing of security and operating systems.

* Designation of a “safe space” within the premises in which vulnerable persons
can be provided with assistance.

» Co-operation with Police Scotland and Licensing Standards Officers including
access to all relevant policies and procedures such as dispersal policies and
incident management.

What the Board Will Expect of Partner Agencies:

» Co-operative approach.
« Effective communication and the sharing of up to date relevant information.

* [Involvement in a licence review as a last resort.

Protecting Children and Young Persons from Harm

The Board recognises that the question of access to licensed premises by
children and young persons is not one that can be answered with a one size fits
all type of approach. The suitability of premises will depend on a number of
factors including layout of the premises, activities or services available, and
typical customer demographic.

Applicants and licence holders should also be aware that access for children
and young persons will bring with it additional responsibilities and may result in
additional conditions being attached to the licence.

What the Board Will Do:

e Assess all applications for suitability of access for children and young
persons.

e Impose additional conditions where necessary to protect children and
young persons from harm.

e Limit the hours during which children and young persons have access if
appropriate.
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e Limit activities which may take place on the licensed premises during
hours in which children and young persons have access if appropriate.

What the Board Will Expect of Licence Holders/Applicants

e Consider the ambience of premises and what is appropriate in terms of
children and young persons’ access.

e Ensure facilities are appropriate to the areas of the premises to which
children and young persons are to be afforded access.

e Vigilance against underage drinking and proxy purchasing.

e Strict enforcement of Challenge 25.

e Comprehensive and up to date staff training.

e Restrict access for children and young persons to appropriate hours and
parts of the premises.

Supplementary Policy — External Drinking Areas

The Board recognises that the incorporation of outdoor areas within the licensed
footprint of premises can enhance the operation of such premises but considers
that it also attracts additional responsibilities on the part of the licence holder to
uphold the licensing objectives.

Before an application to licence an outdoor area will be considered the area in
guestion must benefit from the necessary planning permission and, if required,
a pavement permit from the Roads Department of Aberdeen City Council.

All outdoor areas must be delineated on the layout plan forming part of the
premises licence and outdoor drinking should be included as an activity within
the body of the licence.

The Board will expect premises who currently utilise unlicensed outdoor areas
to incorporate such areas within the premises licence by way of variation.

Applicants and licence holders must demonstrate that the areas will not
contravene the licensing objectives, in particular with regard to noise, litter and
antisocial behaviour. The areas must be regularly monitored, and glassware
removed.

The Board will routinely attach additional conditions where an outdoor area is
licensed including but not restricted to:

 Outdoor area to be clearly demarcated onsite.

» Use of the area to cease at 2200 hours.
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* No amplified music or entertainment to take place in the outdoor area.

The terminal hour may be further restricted, and drinks may be required to be
decanted into alternatives to glassware if appropriate.

6 CONDITIONS ATTACHING TO LICENCES

6.5 The Board has devised a number of local conditions which may be attached
to premises licences.

Duty of Care - It is a condition that the licence holder must have in place a duty
of care policy to ensure a standard approach istaken when any patron appears
to be displaying signs of excessive intoxication. The purpose of this policy is to
reduce wulnerability through intoxication, however attained. All staff must have
training in identifying signs of excessive intoxication and an enhanced
awareness of wulnerability through intoxication. This should include use of
material such as the 'Who are You' video (whoareyou.nz) or similar. All related
training should be recorded and such records available for inspection by Police
and Licensing Standards Officers.

Drugs Policy - It is a condition that the licence holder has in place and enforces
the drugs policy formulated by Police and attached hereto and displays a notice
to the effect that such a drugs policy is in operation at the premises.

Radio Link - It is a condition that the licence holder is a member of the local
Radio link Scheme

The heavy footfall at this highly congested five-street junction will require pedestrians to
venture into the street in order to avoid or manoeuvring around picking-up agents related to
the Licensed Point of Dispatch. Moreover, the notion that individuals are compelled to
traverse an area marred by violent and unruly behaviour significantly compounds the risks
to their personal safety.

| firmly assert that granting this application would be detrimental to the safety of the
residents and pedestrians in the vicinity.

Preventing The prevailing noise disturbances that affect my household are already intolerable. It is
public imperative to stress that this disruption is occurring under the aegis of the current License
nuisance and it comes directly from music (and music base) that is played at this specific premise.
The building is NOT adequate to contain high volume music and music base. Currently, the
music base is felt as a vibration in bedrooms of nearby properties. In addition, on hot and/or
busy nights given the building does not have air conditioning, the premise opens the
windows which let music pollution out until late hours.

In addition, the proposed inclusion of ‘outdoor drinking facilities' in the License variation
inherently implies an escalation in the outdoor activity, leading to heightened noise levels as
a direct consequence. The notion of establishing 'outdoor sports' as an activity within core
hours will undoubtedly amplify the already burdensome noise emissions.

This Licensing Board holds a responsibility to prevent public nuisance, particularly given a
residential area is right in front of this specific premise. The proposed license extension, if
sanctioned, would only serve to consolidate and perpetuate noise disturbance which is
detrimental to residents sleep and mental health.

The contemplated Premises License Variation, permitting additional activities, extended hours and a licensed
point of dispatch, are inexcusably imprudent. Granting such a license, under the circumstances mentioned
above, is tantamount to endorsing a deterioration of the prevailing City Centre public safety and wellbeing right in
front of a residential area. | urge the Licensing Board to rigorously assess the implications of this application and
prioritize the paramount duty to secure i safety and prevention of crime and disorder.

UPDATE FOR LICENSING BOARD 26" SEPTEMBER 2023

Introduction

This paper provides an update to the Licensing Board following the meeting of the Forum on Tuesday 22
August 2023.

1. Aim of the Local Licensing Forum.

Forum members have discussed and agreed a draft statement of the aim of the Local Licensing Forum. This
complements what the Licensing Act 2005 defines as the purpose of Forums. Our Forum discussion was a
useful way of teasing out our views about our purpose and how we might achieve it. Views from the
Licensing Board would be appreciated. (See Appendix 1)

2. Programme of reports for the comingyear.

The Forum agreed atits meeting in June to have a programme of reports from Forum members with the
aim of identifying areas to be brought to the attention of the Licensing Board and/or in order to make
recommendations to the Board. The programme began with a presentation from John Mooney, Grampian
Health Board representative on alcohol related admissions to ARI and attendances at A&E. John made
reference to Alcohol Focus Scotland data and a summary sheet of this attached.

= Alcohol related admissions to ARl and to A&E - summary.

Alcohol related hospital admissions and 'stays' for Aberdeen have been on a downward trend since around
2012 / 13 - but this should be seen against the drive to reduce 'stays' for all causes. As has recently been
highlighted only this week, alcohol related deaths in Scotland as a whole have returned to a historical

high and are at their highest level for 14 years Alcohol deaths rise to highest level in 14 years - BBC News

We know for Scotland as a whole and for Aberdeen, there is a very pronounced social gradient in alcohol
related mortality, the chances of dying from alcohol related causes being around 6 times higher for those
in the most disadvantaged areas - a gradient that is also clearly in evidence for Aberdeen and has become
increasingly polarised as more affluent groups have seen a slight reduction. As economic conditions
continue to bite, we know from recent history that these trends are likely to be exacerbated.

While men still account for the majority of alcohol related deaths, deaths are rising in women, in whom the
average age of death from alcohol related causes is younger.

There will be a similar presentation from Police Scotland at the November meeting of the Forum. This will
be followed by a presentation from Social Work Services relating to both adults and children at the January
meeting of the Forum.

3. Annual Functions Report

In October 2021 it was agreed that the Forum would make recommendations on how the Annual Functions
Report could be developed to make it more informative and more engaging for all stakeholders. This work
has now been completed and a paper has been forwarded to Sandy Munro for consideration by the Board.

Preventing Crime and Disorder

Protecting Children from Harm

In order to carry out its role the Forum explores the use of alcohol in the City within the context of the 5
Licensing Objectives. The Forum provides feedback and recommendations to the Licensing Board with the
aim of creating a safe and healthy environment for all.

The Forum aims to influence Licensing Board decisions around both off sales and on sales premises. These
may relate to decisions regarding local licensing hours, location and number of establishments and/or help
steer trading best-practice. In order to achieve this, our recommendations and feedback to the Board will
be based on data from health, the police, social work services, the licensing team and others.

Our aim is to provide reliable feedback based on measurable impacts of alcohol use, for example, police
data on crime, assaults etc; health data on the long-term impact of alcohol use, alcohol related
attendances at A&E; relevant social work services data; community data gathering and other measurable
sources we identify over time.

We will be proactive inidentifying key metrics that will illustrate the problems we wish to be addressed.
We will make recommendations and monitor impact.

Review of Annual Functions Report and recommendations
Introduction

Licensing Boards have been required to publish an Annual Functions Report (AFR) within 3 months of the
end of each financial year since 2018. The first reports were required to be published by licensing boards
for the 2017-18 financial year.

The 2005 Licensing (Scotland) Act states that AFR “should contain a statement explaining how the Board
has had regard to the licensing objectives, their statement of licensing policy, and any supplementary
statement of licensing policy in the exercise of their functions under the 2005 Act during the financial
year”.

In October 2021 at the annual Joint Meeting of the Aberdeen Licensing Board and the Local Licensing
Forum it was agreed that the Forum would “explore ways of developing the Annual Functions Reportin
order that (a) it is more informative and engaging for all Local Licensing Forum members, the community
and Community Councils; and (b) better equips the Local Licensing Forum to carry out its statutory
purpose of keeping under review the liquor licensing system and the functioning of the licensing board”
(extract from minute of Joint Meeting October 2021).

The Forum has used AFRs published by other Licensing Boards, the review undertaken by Alcohol Focus
Scotland in 2019 of published Annual Functions Reports around Scotland and the recent Scottish
Government Guidance for Licensing Boards to develop this report.

The review is outlined under the following headings:-

1. Meeting statutory requirements

2. Overview of the changes in the “licensing landscape” year on year.

3. Supportinglocal communities to understand how the Licensing Board operates and promotes the
licensing objectives

4. How theBoard reflectsonits effectiveness and what data (police, health etc) it uses to inform their
reflection

5. Board Forum interface

1. Meeting statutory requirements

The Aberdeen City Licensing Board has published an AFR within 3 months of the end of the financial yearin
each of the years from 2018 to 2022.

The recent Scottish Government Guidance for Licensing Boards licensing-scotland-act-2005-section-142-
guidance-licensing-boards (1).pdf states that “Licensing Boards must keep the effectiveness and rationale
of the statement of licensing policy under review and make revisions as and when appropriate”.

The Forum considers that the Annual Functions Reports which have been published so far summarise
clearly the decisions which the Board has taken both to approve and to reject applications but are less
clearin explaining how the Board has had regard to its statement of Licensing Policy and to the 5 Licensing
Objectives.
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2. Overview of the changes in the “licensing landscape” year on year.

The Forum proposes that the Annual Functions Report should include information which illustrates the
changes in what we have described as the “licensing landscape” in Aberdeen City so that comparisons can
be made from one year to the next. Examples are

a) how opening hours have changed — numbers of premises open until 12midnight, until 2am, 3am.

b) numbers of premises with opening hours outwith policy

c) geographical overview of where both off-sales and on-sales premises are located

d) total numbers of on-sales licenses and total number of off-sales licenses trading

e) total numbers of premises which have closed during the year and the number which continue to hold
a license but are not trading.

It is recognised that licensed premises generate income which is important for the City. Where this is
quantifiable this should be included in the Annual Functions Report.

An overview of the reasons for the refusal of applications for a license should also be included.

3. Supporting local communities to understand how the Licensing Board operates and promotes the
licensing objectives
Reports should be meaningful and useful to their audience and contain an appropriate breadth and depth

of information. To achieve this the Board must be in possession of feedback from Community Councils, the
community in general and other local stakeholders to understand what would make reports more
informative and engaging for them.

An indicator of how well the community engage with the licensing process is how often representations
are made regarding an application and the effectiveness of those representations.

4. How the Board reflects on its effectiveness and what data (police, health etc) it uses to inform their
reflection
The mechanisms the Board uses to reflect on and monitor the implementation of its local Licensing

Policy, to assess their progress in upholding and promoting the 5 Licensing Objectives are important
elements of a transparent licensing process. The Annual Functions Report provides an opportunity to
provide stakeholders with an overview of how the Board continuously reflects on its effectiveness.

5. Board Forum interface
The Local Licensing Forum is required by statute to keep under review the operation of the licensing

process. The mechanisms by which the Board and Forum jointly ensure that this role is carried out are an
important part of the licensing process. While important progress has been made recently there should be
a continuous process of review and reflection and the Annual Functions Report should include an update
on what has happened during the year in this regard.

Recommendations for the Board and Annual Functions Report

The Annual Functions Report should
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a) include an outline of how the Board has had regard to its statement of Licensing Policy and to the 5
Licensing Objectives inits decision making.

b) outline how the “licensing landscape” has changed year on year.

c) outline how the Board has sought and taken into account feedback from stakeholders to ensure
that the Report is meaningful and engaging.

d) consider creative mechanisms to ensure that the Report reaches the relevant audiences in a way
which is engaging.

e) outline the number of occasions there have been representations regarding an application and
which licensing objectives have been referenced.

f) include the mechanisms the Board uses to reflect on and monitor the implementation of its
Licensing Policy and to assess their progress in upholding and promoting the 5 Licensing Objectives.
It should alsoinclude any actions they have identified as a result of their reflection. Examples of
actions could be seeking information to understand the impact of alcohol use on local communities
and/or requesting additional data to support the Board’s assessment of their impact.

To invite the Licensing Board (“The Board”) to approve this Annual Functions
Report.

2. RECOMMENDATIONS

The Board deals with all applications in accordance with the legislation, and in
particular the five above objectives, together with its Statement of Licensing
Policy which is based on the objectives.

The Board has determined all applications in line with the Statement of
Licensing Policy. The Board has routinely applied additional conditions on the
operation of outdoor drinking areas to ensure minimum disruption to the
surrounding area and a condition that restaurants offering a delivery service
can only supply alcohol alongside a food delivery. It has also determined all
applications for licensed hours in line with the Statement of Licensing Policy.

The Board has also worked closely with partner agencies including Police
Scotland, NHS Grampian, the local licensing forum and Licensing Standards
Officers to ensure the satisfactory operation of licensed premises. As a resullt,
problems can be identified and addressed at an early stage and this reduces the
need for Premises Licence Reviews after the fact.

A summary of the Board’s position in terms of the statistics which the Board
has to provide the Scottish Government is enclosed as Appendix 4.

The increase in the terminal hour for on-sales premises has allowed operators
a flexibility that has rendered the need for General Extensions less important.
Accordingly, inline with recent years, the Board restricted the issue of General
Extensions to the festive period.

LICENSING BOARD AREA

The Aberdeen City Licensing Board area is policed by North East Division

Chief Superintendent Graeme Mackie is the Local Police Commander who has the
responsibility for all day-to-day policing functions.

OPERATION OF THE LICENSING (SCOTLAND) ACT 2005

The North East Division Licensing Team is located across the division in Aberdeen,
Inverurie, Elgin and Stonehaven. All staff have a division wide remit and a working
knowledge of all the areas covered.

The North East Division Licensing Team, supported by Community Policing Officers,
has promoted the Police Service of Scotland's force priorities alongside the five
licensing objectives, the overarching principles and aims of the Licensing (Scotland)
Act 2005.

The national economic downturn is having a notable impact upon the Licensing
Trade, which is evident in the reduction of customers and the number of licensing
related incidents dealt with by Police Scotland.

In the reporting period, as statutory consultees, the team responded to the Board
regarding applications for 490 occasional licences or extended hours, 19 premises or
provisional premises applications, 296 personal licence applications and 97
premises variations or premises licence transfer applications.

Where any query arises from any such application, a member of the team will seek
to discuss the application with the applicant, or the applicant’'s agent, to ensure that
responses to the Board by means of representation or objection are considered,
reasonable and proportionate.
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The team enjoys a strong working relationship with the Local Authority Licensing
Standards Officers. Both teams meet on a regular basis to share information and
regularly conduct joint visits to licensed premises, on both a pro-active and reactive
basis.

North East Division Licensing Team is represented on the Local Licensing Forum
and it works alongside the following groups and organisations to jointly improve local
licensing issues:

. Community Safety Partnership;
. Local Pubwatch initiatives;
. Local Security Industry companies.

Reviewing incidents on, or connected to, licensed premises is a key part of our day-
to-day business.

Community based Police Officers are encouraged and expected to routinely visit
licensed premises within their area. Aberdeen City benefits from a dedicated
Weekend Policing Plan to support the night time economy.

Within the reporting period, there were 3053 inspections (visits) to licensed premises
within Aberdeen City recorded on the InnKeeper system. This is an increase of 671
inspections from the previous reporting year.

Any Police Officer who attends an incident at a licensed premises is expected to
submit a concise report via the InnKeeper system, particularly when the incident
involves violence, disorder, anti-social behaviour, drunkenness, drug misuse,
underage drinking, breaches of licensing legislation or any other matter that might
impact on public safety.

Within the reporting period, there were 227 incidents connected to licensed premises
within Aberdeen City recorded on the InnKeeper system. This is a decrease of 88
incidents from the previous reporting year.

The information obtained may show a causal link between the operation of the
premises and the incident. Anincremental intervention process allows for issues to
be addressed quickly and effectively at an early stage. This includes a low level
‘interaction’ which may involve a discussion between the Police and the premises
management and/or licence holder. The level of engagement from within the
Aberdeen City licensed trade is very good and in many instances, this approach
reduces recurrence or escalation.

Premises may become 'monitored’ with closer attention being paidto any incidents
occurring there. This is often undertaken in conjunction with tasked, supportive visits
to the premises by uniformed Police Officers.

However, where necessary, the staged process allows for more formal intervention
to support premises where the need for support has been identified. A premises

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licence holder and the premises management may be asked to meet with the Police,
when concerns will be discussed. This will often involve an agreed action plan being
put in place, with a reasonable time scale for completion.

The most common example of an agreed 'action’ is refresher training of staff
covering their responsibilities including the sale of alcohol to underage or intoxicated
persons, ‘Challenge 25' and the general terms and conditions of the licence held.

Should the intervention stage not bring about the necessary changes, or be
otherwise unsuccessful, the next stage is the submission of a premises licence
review application for the consideration of the Licensing Board.

Over the reporting period there were four premises in Aberdeen City that were
subject to a period of monitoring or intervention.

Partnership working between the Police, the Licensing Standards Officers and the
premises licence holders and premises’ management teams allows us to resolve any
issues and often prevents the necessity to bring matters to the attention of the
Licensing Board by premises licence review application.

In the reporting period there were no premises licence review applications or Closure
Order applications submitted to the Board.

The North East Division Licensing Team also has a system in place which monitors
certain conduct of Personal Licence holders. Should such a licence holder be
charged with any offence, this is brought to the attention of the team. Should the
circumstances appear to be inconsistent with any of the five licensing objectives,
consideration will be given to bringing this to the attention of the Board by way of a
personal licence review. In addition, should an individual be convicted of a relevant
offence, this will undergo the same scrutiny.

PREVENTING THE SALE OR SUPPLY OF ALCOHOL TO CHILDREN OR YOUNG
PEOPLE

Aberdeen City attracts a lower number of reports of underage drinking or youth
congregation involving alcohol in comparison to other towns and cities across
Scotland.

Where a person under 18 years of age is found to be either under the influence of
alcohol, drinking alcohol in a public place or in possession of alcohol, the Police
Officer involved will take all appropriate steps to ascertain the source of the alcohol.

Where information that cannot be fully evidenced is received regarding the sale of
alcohol to children and young persons, in accordance with the national guidance
contained within the 'Alcohol Toolkit', letters will be sent to licensed premises in the
area reminding them of their responsibilities and requesting extra vigilance.

If such concerns were to continue in respect of specific premises, then other
operational strategies would be considered.
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There were no reported cases of alcohol being purchased by a person under the age
of 18 within Aberdeen City during the reporting period.

In support to the Protection of Children from Harm licensing objective, applications
for premises licences and variations to premises licences come under close scrutiny
often resulting in the submission of letters of objection, or more commonly, of
representation, in which the imposition of conditions in respect of on sales, with
regard to the times and terms in which children can be on such premises, will be
recommended by the Chief Constable.

TACKLING SERIOUS AND ORGANISED CRIME

Many of the processes and procedures involved in licensing applications are carried
out to guard against Serious Organised Crime Groups (SOCG) infiltrating the
licensed trade in any way. There are a number of these groups operating within
Aberdeen City, of whom Police Scotland continually monitor, disrupt and take
enforcement action against. This scrutiny is further enhanced with the nation-wide
InnKeeper system. This database contains details of all liquor and civic licences for
every Divisionin Scotland, and enhances our information sharing in respect of
premises and people in the licensed trade as they move about the country and work
in multiple venues.

If such an SOCG were able to gain a foothold in licensed premises this would afford
the criminal group a seemingly legitimate income stream, which could be no more
than a veneer for other criminal activities such as money laundering, tax evasion,
drug and people trafficking and other dishonest activities.

Many of the procedures currently carried out by the North East Divisional Licensing
Team, particularly in relation to new premises licences and the transfer of premises
licences are done to ensure complete financial transparency and to ensure there are
no business related irregularities which may be indicative of SOCG involvement.

Frequent and directed Police attendance and contact with licensed premises also
increases the opportunity for irregularities to be identified or reported.

As part of this, the North East Division Licensing Team regularly liaise with Police
Interventions staff who are aware of SOCG activity within the Division to ensure that
applicants are not affiliated in any way to such groups, before responding to the
Licensing Board.

The consistent high profile approach and interaction with licensed premises in direct
correlation with the aforementioned close scrutiny in the application process should
reinforce the work carried out to maintain this position.
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PROPOSED ACTIVITY FOR THE YEAR AHEAD

Over the forthcoming year, North East Division Licensing Team, in conjunction with
Community Policing Teams, will work alongside licensed premises, to ensure that
these premises are adhering to the spirit of the legislation and operate in a manner
that supports the five licensing objectives. We aspire to increasing our number of
supportive visits to licensed premises and hope to see a continued reduction in the
number of incidents taking place on licensed premises.

We will continue to work closely with the Aberdeen City Council Licensing Team, for
example; sharing information and joint premises inspections. We are also seeking to
strengthen our existing relationships with the Security Industry Agency and our
colleagues in the NHS.

We will ensure our people have the skills and knowledge to enable them to target
and reduce violent crime, disorder and anti-social behaviour and will work with our
partners to develop and deliver a collaborative approach to prevent these issues.

The Divisional Licensing Team will continue to work closely with our National
Licensing Policy Unit to ensure the local delivery of policing services by ensuring a
consistent approach is taken in tackling alcohol related violence, disorder and anti-
social behaviour linked to licensed premises.

It is intended that our involvement and participation in public safety campaigns will
continue. The team will be actively engaged in promoting the national ‘It’ll cost you’
campaign aimed at deterring proxy sales of alcohol for supply to children and young
persons.

We aim to work closely with the licensed trade, seeking to improve licensing
standards in premises by continuing the proactive approach adopted by the
Divisional Licensing Team and maintaining a robust inspection policy throughout the
Division to identify any potential shortcomings with appropriate reporting to the
Licensing Board as required.

By working with established partnerships but particularly with the licensed trade, we
hope to continue to see a reduction in alcohol-related crime, particularly violence,
whether perpetrated within licensed premises, public places or private spaces.
