When the original report on “plastic” roads was
delivered to ODC (17th Jan 2019), it was agreed
that officers would update cttee if, as, or when
there was any significant progress made with
regards to the material. There has been no
significant progress with respect to officers
being in a better informed position to
recommend (or not) the use of the material. The|
material still lacks government body approval
and there has been no significant new data
published surrounding the material or trials of it.
Since the committee date there has, however,
been progress with regard to an Aberdeen trial -
The material has been laid within the Aberdeen
City boundary, covering one of the car parks at
TECA. Officers will monitor how this performs.

It should be stressed that it could take
considerable time before any meaningful
conclusions can be drawn from this trial.
Officers will continue to monitor the outcomes of
all relevant trials of the material.

At present there is no significant new evidence
to suggest that a trial on an adopted Aberdeen
road is something that officers would
recommend. Previously expressed concerns
over the use of the material (as per the
committee report) remain unchanged.
