    GROUNDS FOR REVIEW  

 

 

 

A licensing authority may order the suspension [or revocation] of a licence if in their 
opinion— 
(a)the holder of the licence or, where the holder is not a natural person, any 
director of it or partner in it or any other person responsible for its management, is 
not or is no longer a fit and proper person to hold the licence; 
(b)the activity to which the licence relates is being managed by or carried on for the 
benefit of a person, other than the licence holder, who would have been refused 
the grant or renewal of the licence under paragraph 5(3) above; 
(c)the carrying on of the activity to which the licence relates has caused, is causing 
or is likely to cause undue public nuisance or a threat to public order or public 
safety;
