The information on the website is updated with Christmas and New Year
arrangements, and then midway through the year. Updates are sought by
CFINE through Food Poverty Action Aberdeen (FPAA). Additions and
amendments can, however, be made at any time — for example, information
about help from Street Friends has been added this week.

CFINE are currently finalising an update from FPAA members and this will be
updated on the website shortly. Following the update, the link will be shared
through community and locality groups and through social media to help raise
awareness, and the opportunities to signpost people for support.
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
