
In terms of Section 58(1)(b)(ii) of the Licensing (Scotland) Act 2005 I make the following 
representation.   
 
The area applied for relates to an area to the rear of the property previously covered by grant of an 
Occasional Licence.   
 
I make the following representation and recommend the licence be granted subject to the following 
conditions: 
 
1. A terminal hour of 2200 hours on all days requested; 2. Where there is no existing 
delineation/boundary, the area to be delineated by barrier or similar; 3. Signage to be displayed 
indicating that alcohol is not to be removed from the licensed area; 4. For the months of June, July 
and August, the playing of low-level background music in external areas shall be permitted until 
2000 hours as per Board Policy; There will be no other form of music entertainment within the 
outdoor drinking area; 5. The licence holder must take reasonable steps to ensure that litter and, 
where used, glass and bottles removed from outdoor areas on a regular basis.  
6. The licence holder should consider the use of safe alternative to glass containers and bottles in 
outdoor drinking areas.
